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I have a confession to make: since I was very young, through my years as a  
school teacher, right up until today, I have harboured an enduring love of Antoine  
de Saint-Exupéry’s children’s classic, Le Petit Prince. ¶ What child could resist a  
talking Fox, a personal planet with a beautiful Rose, and best of all, depictions of  

an elephant-swallowing snake?

But it is the simple, seemingly innocent 
lines spoken by the book’s cartoonish char-
acters that inevitably pop into my head like 
literary ear-worms that keep me coming back 
to Saint-Exupéry’s real purpose, which was 
to assert his understanding of a few of life’s 
greater truths. 

“If I knew you were coming at four in the 
afternoon, I would begin to be happy by three.”

Recently, as we journeyed through Advent, 
the season of anticipation, I was reminded of 
the Fox’s assertion that waiting (in prepara-
tion for an important event, or in expectation 
of the arrival of a loved one) is perhaps among 
life’s greatest joys. As President, one of the 
privileges of my position is to look out from 
the Convocation platform into the faces of 
the family and friends of our graduates as 
they wait to hear that one name announced 
and to see their beloved walk across the stage. 
It can take your breath away.

“What is essential is invisible…”
You’ve heard me speak frequently about 

the remarkable beauty of our campus. I am 
biased, it is true, but you would be hard-
pressed to find a more stunning setting for 
university study in Canada. This magazine, 
our web site, and our promotional brochures 
are filled with photos of tree-lined Elmsley 
Lane, the Brennan rock gardens, the historic 
neo-gothic St. Basil’s Church and Queen’s 
Park buildings, and the remarkable public art. 
I am sure you have your own favourite corner 
of Clover Hill. 

We call St. Mike’s an ‘educational oasis in 
the city’ for a reason, and it is indeed a thing 
of beauty. But that beauty runs much deeper 
than the physical reality of our campus. If the 
pandemic taught us anything it is the people 
(our students, staff and alumni) who bring 
life to our community. Without the conver-
sations (whether in the COOP, the Kelly

well, empty. Our return to campus this year 
has made that patently clear to us all. I am 
forcefully reminded of what makes St. Mike’s 
special when I sit with and listen to alumni 
who tell me the stories of St. Mike’s, which 
are first and foremost stories of relationships, 
and, in fact, stories of their lives. 

Ultimately, what Saint-Exupéry is on about 
in Le Petit Prince is the importance of our 
relationships. The quality of our personal 
interactions shape the vitality of our whole 
community. And this reality is not necessarily 
visible to the naked eye, and certainly not 
to the inattentive. It is founded upon our 
recognition, respect, appreciation, and love for 
each other, in all our differences, giftedness 
and brokenness. And these bonds speak not 
just to our relationship to each other, but to 
responsibilities to this community and to 
the world. 

And isn’t this what St. Mike’s has been 
about all along?  The people, the experiences, 
the memories, and the relationships that are 

the essential and often invis-
ible thread that ties us to 
each other and to this place, 
and calls us to seek justice 
for all humanity. Except, it’s 
not that invisible these days. 
For anyone who is paying 
attention, the community of 
St. Michael’s is flourishing: 
you can actually feel it. 

Or as Saint-Exupéry 
explains, in the end, it’s not 
the eyes that help us see what is  
truly important:

“ l’essentiel est invisible, on ne voit  
bien qu'avec le coeur.” 

Regis St. Michael’s: A New Era 
in Theological Education

This year’s launch of the Regis St. Michael’s Faculty of Theology has brought a 
spirit of excitement and renewal to campus as students, professors, administrators,  
and alumni ponder innovative aways to approach and deliver theological education to 
best serve students, the Church, the academy, and the world. ¶ Pope Francis’s latest 

encyclical, Fratelli tutti, with its emphasis on the power of positive relationships and the need 
to view the world as one human family, served as inspiration for the discussions that led to  
a formal relationship between the two faculties, each viewed around the world as a leader in 
Catholic theological education. 

The idea of bringing Regis College and the 
St. Michael’s Faculty of Theology together 
has been discussed since the 1980s and the 
two faculties have worked together on many 
practical levels, from library to course sched-
uling, for many years. The current federation 
discussions began formally in 2021, with a 
steering committee struck to determine how 
an alliance between the two institutions 
could offer enhanced theological education 
in ways such as expanded course offerings, 
more robust programming and the creation 
of an even broader, more diverse student 

population. The initiative was formalized 
in December 2021 and was launched in 
May 2022. 

Regis St. Michael’s affirms and brings 
into conversation the great traditions and 
charisms of both the Jesuits and Basilians, 
with the formational influence of the Sisters 
of St. Joseph and the Loretto Sisters continu-
ing to play a central role. These charisms will 
remain strong, and inform each other.

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Meet Dr. Jaroslav Skira
Inaugural Dean of the Regis St. Michael’s Faculty of Theology

When Dr. Jaroslav Skira was a teenager,  
his plan was to follow in his father’s  
footsteps in civil engineering. His exposure 
to the humanities as an undergraduate at 
St. Michael’s, however, changed his career 
path entirely. ¶ “The humanities kindled 
my passions,” he says, citing St. Michael’s 
Christianity & Culture program and professors 
like Fr. Robert Barringer, CSB, Msgr. Edward 
Synan, and Dr. Janine Langan as powerful 
influences.

Today, Skira is the inaugural Dean of the 
Regis St. Michael’s Faculty of Theology, 
leading the initiative to join the two institutions 
into a single centre of excellence in theology, 
a place that will serve both the church and the 
academy. 

Skira was born in Toronto to parents who 
had been displaced from their homes in 
Ukraine in the aftermath of World War II. That 
experience, he says, contributed to his desire 
to reflect on the transcendent in our lives 
and inspired him to study political philosophy 
and theology as a way to 
delve deeper into temporal 
questions. 

Being raised as a 
Ukrainian Eastern Catholic 
in a family that includes 
Eastern Orthodox relatives 
helped him appreciate the 
richness and diversity of 
religious traditions, he adds, 
noting that his appreciation 
only deepened as he 
continued work on an MA 
and then a PhD at St. Mike’s, 
with its Roman Catholic 

roots. All this in one of the most diverse cities 
in the world, fueling his desire to help build 
Regis St. Michael’s as a place where fruitful, 
productive conversations between cultures 
and faiths can take place, adding to the 
university experience and creating new ways 
to engage with those too long seen as existing 
on the peripheries.

Skira, who is a specialist in historical 
theology, knows both Regis and St. Michael’s 
well, having taught in both institutions, 
including at St. Michael’s Sheptytsky Institute 
of Eastern Christian Studies. He has also 
taught at the L’viv Theological Academy (now 
the Ukrainian Catholic University), Ukraine. 
He received tenure at Regis College in 2005. 
In 2011, he began serving as the Founding 
Director, Graduate Centre for Theological 
Studies of the Toronto School of Theology, a 
position he held until 2018. A favourite course 
he’s taught looks at Eastern Christian icons.

He describes himself as particularly 
influenced by Pope Francis’s emphasis on 

social justice and dialogue 
in encyclicals such as 
Amoris Laetitia and Fratelli 
Tutti and hopes they will 
factor into the direction the 
Regis St. Michael’s Faculty 
of Theology is to take in the 
coming years.

Married with two adult 
children, Skira enjoys 
carpentry as a hobby, and 
is proud of the garlic, hot 
peppers and cherries he 
grows in his garden. 

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The centre for theology brings 
together two groups of world-re-
nowned faculty members, two 
extensive library collections, and 
two keen, intelligent groups of 
students, lay and religious, from 
around the world. As St. Michael’s 
President David Sylvester likes to 
say, the alliance of the two insti-
tutions in the Regis St. Michael’s 
Faculty of Theology has been 
guided by the principle that this 
dynamic new centre for theological 
learning and learning is greater 
than the sum of its parts. 

The formal federation also aligns 
the resources of both institutions in 
the strategic and most productive 
way. Course duplications are being 
eliminated and operational efficien-
cies will free up funds for students 
who no longer have to divide their 
loyalties between two places with 
global standing. By ending the 
practice of each theologate duplicat-
ing foundational course offerings, 
for example, professors then have 
more leeway to develop new course 
proposals in response to emerging 
issues, or to offer courses that reflect 
their unique expertise. 

Sharpening the focus and elimi-
nating distractions will allow Regis 
St. Michael’s to better serve all its 
constituencies, says Inaugural Dean 
Jaroslav Skira. And he sees the 
benefits as touching far more than 
theology students. 

“I’d like the Regis St. Michael’s 
Faculty of Theology to serve as a 
prophetic voice not only for our 
students but also for other disci-
plines, and other faiths,” Skira 
says. “We have a role to play in 
the University of Toronto and the 
broader world, working to examine 

and respond to the important 
conversations being had relating 
to the dignity of all people and the 
common good.” 

Since the federation was formally 
launched this past spring, much 
progress has been made. In the 
spirit of Fratelli tutti, faculty 

members from both Regis and St. 
Michael’s came together as one 
group in September for the first 
time for the annual day of the plan-
ning for the academic year. 

Teams from both St. Michael's 
and Regis meet regularly to talk 
about next steps in the federation. 

While Regis maintains its 
Governing Council and St. 
Michael’s its Collegium, an 
oversight committee has been 
established for Regis St. Michael’s, 
consisting of the presidents and 
chairs of each institution’s govern-
ing body. A five-year financial plan, 
drawn up by the original steering 
committee, is in place. There is even 
a common charitable Foundation 
to garner philanthropic support for 
this world-class centre of theology. 

Student collaboration is one 
of the greatest benefits of the 
Federation. Common weekly 
liturgies are in place, alternating 
between the Regis chapel and  
St. Basil’s Church. And two Jesuit 
students now serve on St. Michael’s 

Campus Ministry team, so  
St. Michael’s undergraduate 
students are also already reaping the 
benefits of the alliance. 

Professors and administrators 
are now focused on a range of 
related issues, included crafting 
joint mission and vision statements, 

conducting a space audit, and 
considering new course possibili-
ties. They are also examining ways 
in which degree offerings at each 
institution will be harmonized, 
with the launch of degree cohorts 
in a unified stream beginning in 
2025. A common Convocation is in 
the works. 

“We are called to serve in many 
ways. We want to position ourselves 
to meet the various needs of our 
students and we want to serve the 
Church in these challenging times. 
We want to facilitate conversations 
around questions of ecumenism 
and culture, and the pressing issues 
of environmental sustainability and 
Reconciliation. We are called to 
serve as strong stewards for legacies 
of the Basilians, the Jesuits, the 
Lorettos and Sisters of St. Joseph’s,” 
Skira says. “The new Regis St. 
Michael’s Faculty of Theology gives 
us the strength and — more impor-
tantly, the right mix of people — to 
serve all our constituencies well. 
These are exciting times.” 

 Over the past several years, the 
number of university and college 
students in Canada with identified 
mental health issues has more than 
doubled. The number of students 
reporting anxiety, depression and 
suicide attempts have risen dramat-
ically. A focus on the health and 
wellbeing of young people is central 
to realizing their potential. 

That’s why St. Mike’s views 
student wellbeing through a broad 
lens. Students at St. Mike’s have 
access to the full mental health 
supports at the University of 
Toronto, which includes  

U of T’s commitment to same-
day counselling services supports 
students’ acute needs during crisis 
and is delivered virtually—the  
location of these supports has 
become irrelevant. 

St. Mike’s recognizes the tremen-
dous value of the crisis support 
provided by U of T, and we also 
remain committed to continuing 
our approach of providing person-
alized support and a robust suite 
of activities that support students 
through critical moments while 
developing coping skills that will 
last a lifetime. 

Among our supports we offer: 
•	 A Wellness Counsellor 

provides clinical support and/or 
counselling services to students 
who are experiencing personal, 
social and/or educational distress 

•	 The First-Year Check-in 
Program pairs incoming 
students with a professor to 
demystify the relationship and 
enhance connections within the 
St. Mike’s community 

•	 The St. Mike’s Mentorship 
Program pairs trained, upper-
year students who model

•	 St. Mike’s Wellness Council, 
a student initiative, is dedicated 
to providing students access to 

wellness-based events 
•	 The Student Wellness Studio 

supports wellness programming 
such as mindfulness, yoga, and 
physical activities 

•	 Spiritual support is delivered 
through St. Mike’s Campus 
Ministry, St. Basil’s, and 
connections to multi-faith and 
Indigenous groups at U of T 

•	 Academic Support and 
Advising comes via relation-
ships built with professors, 
mentors and peers, as well as 
a range of services such as the 
Writing Centre 

•	 Emergency bursaries offer 
Financial support

They requested that we: 
•	 Raise awareness about mental 

health and decrease mental 
illness-related stigma

Celebrating the Loretto 
Sisters in Canada

A Valuable Legacy

As we celebrated the 175th anniversary of the Loretto Sisters’ landing in Toronto on September 
16, 1847, I have reflected on my Loretto experience, and the impact it has had on my life and my time at  
St. Mike’s. ¶ My introduction to Loretto goes back to elementary school in Niagara Falls, where the 
Loretto Sisters were my teachers and Principals. From there I went to Loretto Academy, and then to  

St. Michael’s College and Loretto College Women’s Residence, where I was active in student government, became 
a Don, and in 2004 I returned to be Dean of Women.

A Loretto education meant being steeped in the 
values of the Loretto founder, Mary Ward. Justice, 
integrity, and freedom were not just words for us. These 
values became a part of our decision -making, our 

interactions with others and, in short, of our lives.
I have so many wonderful memories of my years in 

residence at Loretto College. The many social activities 
in conjunction with St. Mike’s, including the weekly

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Friday night pubs in the COOP 
and the coffee houses where we 
could share our musical and literary 
talents, were great opportunities 
for the young men of St. Mike’s to 
elevate their language and behav-
iour in the presence of the young 
women of Loretto!

Life at St. Mike’s was not all 
social. We did, in fact, attend 
classes and study. I fondly remem-
ber Fathers Charles Principe and 
Richard Donovan, whose classes 
in French language and literature 
provided a wonderful foundation 
for me as a future French teacher. 
Father Belyea’s lectures were stim-
ulating, thought-provoking, and 
always generated interesting, and 
sometimes heated, discussion as 
varying points of view were debated. 

In those days, the student 
liturgies in St. Basil’s basement 
chapel were very special. We at 
Loretto were greatly involved in 
the planning of the “folk Masses”. 
We actively participated as lectors, 
musicians, and members of the 
choir. The Basilian priests were not 
just celebrants at Mass once a week 
but were present in every aspect of 
life on campus, from the Chapel 
and the classroom to the COOP.

During the 70’s, social justice 
was front and centre at Loretto. 
Through the many workshops and 
talks we attended and sponsored 
we became aware of the terrible 
conditions under which the workers 
in California migrant camps were 
living and working. Under the 
leadership of our Dean at the 
time, Sister Carolyn Dawson, we 
decided to support labour activ-
ist Cesar Chavez by boycotting 
lettuce and grapes at the residence. 
Furthermore, we began to speak of 
the injustice with our families and 
friends, thus broadening the scope 

of our boycott, while educating the 
larger community.

The Loretto Sisters have made 
major contributions to St. Mike’s 
academically. Like many before 
them, Sisters Olga Warnke, Frances 
Nims, and Marion Norman were 
extremely well-respected and 
loved professors for many years 
at St. Mike’s, and, I dare say, have 
become legends.

During my years as Dean, the 

Loretto Sisters were in the forefront 
regarding environmental issues. 
They were the first on campus to 
install solar panels on the roof of 
the College, and to renovate to 
conserve hydro and water. With 
incredible patience, the Sisters, the 
staff, and the students survived the 
many months of major renovations. 
In the end all were delighted with 
the results.

In collaboration with the Mary 
Ward Centre at Loretto College, 
Loretto and St. Mike’s students had 
an opportunity to minister to the 
homeless in Toronto. On Saturday 
mornings throughout the winter 
months, the students would gather 
at Loretto to make sandwiches and 
prepare hot drinks to take along on 
the homeless walk. This ministry 
proved to be a deeply spiritual expe-
rience for many.

In essence, I believe the contri-
bution of Loretto to St. Michael’s 
College can be summarized by the 
lessons we strive to inculcate in each 

of our students, whether they are in 
our classrooms, or in our residences. 

Loretto empowers young women 
to challenge injustice and to work 
toward just and meaningful policies 
and laws. It teaches love of God, 
love of self and neighbour, and 
stewardship of creation. Loretto 
teaches endurance, resilience, deter-
mination and even joy in hardship. 
Loretto also teaches hospitality, 
generosity, openness, optimism, 

and laughter.
I truly believe that Mary Ward’s 

values of justice, integrity, and free-
dom contribute to making  
St. Michael’s College the wonderful 
community it is, and to making the 
world a better place. 

Angela Convertini graduated from  
St. Michael’s College in 1977 and received 
her Bachelor of Education from OISE in 
1978. She completed the Degree of Master 
of Science in Education from Niagara 
University in 1986. In 1992 she received her 
Ontario Supervisory Officer certification 
(SOQP). In September 1978 she began her 
career in Catholic education at Toronto’s 
Loretto Abbey. In 2004 she was seconded 
from the TCDSB to be Dean at Loretto 
College Women’s Residence, at St. Mike’s, 
where she remained until 2016.

Mourning Dr. Barry Brown
The University of St. Michael’s 
College mourns the loss of 
Professor Emeritus Barry F. 
Brown, a long-time member of 
St. Michael’s Department of 
Philosophy who also taught in 

the University of Toronto’s Philosophy Department. 
Brown died on September 27, 2022. He joined  
St. Michael’s in 1967 as a specialist in Thomas 
Aquinas but soon became increasing involved in 
bioethics. In 1995, he co-founded the University of 
Toronto’s Joint Centre for Bioethics.
The list of Brown’s accomplishments is lengthy, 
including serving as St. Michael’s Interim Principal 
for the 1986-1987 academic year. He also served as 
associate chair, undergraduate, in the Department 
of Philosophy and on the University’s Governing 
Council. Outside U of T, Brown was a member of 
Ontario’s Health Research and Development Council 
and presided over the Toronto Chapter and the 
National Board of the Juvenile Diabetes Foundation 
Canada.
While he retired from teaching in 1999, he remained 
involved with scientific ethics, including serving on 
the Quality Committee of the Board at Sunnybrook 
Hospital in Toronto well into his eighties.
The University extends its condolences to the Brown 
family, and his many colleagues and friends. 

Living in a women’s residence at St. Mike’s was more than pajama parties, late-night exam cramming 
and Sunday ice cream in the cafeteria. As we now realize, life at St. Joseph’s College and Loretto College 
was a thoughtful product of community building by the Sisters of St. Joseph and the Sisters of Loretto. 

Through their intentional design, 
the Sisters created safe and dedi-
cated residences that enabled 
women students to thrive academi-
cally, socially and spiritually.  
St. Joe’s and Loretto offered 
life-changing experiences for 
thousands of women. Furthermore, 
as faculty and administrators, the 
Sisters broadened the horizons 
of students, both residents and 
commuters. From their earliest days 
on campus, the Sisters contributed 
to the positive trajectory of the lives 
of St. Mike’s women.

Filling the Gap 
While the Sisters of St. Joseph (CSJ) 
and the Loretto Sisters (IBVM) no 
longer have the same presence on 
campus, many extremely competent 
women have stepped into leadership 
roles to fill the gap in governance, 
faculty, administration and student 
leadership. We want to support 
these women, and by doing so, 
honour the Sisters’ legacy. 

Starting in 2020 we began talk-
ing with people deeply committed 
to the lives of women at St. Mike’s. 
These included the Sisters, campus 
leadership, faculty, current students, 

and alumnae. Out of these conver-
sations came ideas for initiatives 
that could lift women up, align 
with the St. Mike’s 180 Strategic 
Priorities, and affirm the College’s 
leadership role in the advancement 
of women students, faculty, and 
administrators. 

These initiatives include: 
•	 Establishing new institutional 

and existential spaces explicitly 
for women 

•	 Celebrating historic women 
by naming places for 
them on campus

•	 Engaging women’s perspectives 
in the design and management of 
residential life 

•	 Overcoming systemic barriers 
to post-secondary education for 
underrepresented women

•	 Supporting female faculty and 
administrators to help them 
realize their full potential 

Seizing the Opportunity

Recognizing that it will take many 
hands to realize these ideas, we 
created the Alumni Initiative for 
Women at St. Mike’s (AI4W). It 
is an alumni affinity group that 

identifies and responds to the needs 
of women at St. Mike’s.

In an effort to demonstrate the 
value of such an initiative, over the 
past two years we have:
•	 Facilitated a strategic planning 

series to help the IBVM and CSJ 
Sisters define their hoped-for 
legacy at St. Mike’s

•	 Nominated a woman for a Doctor 
of Sacred Letters, honoris causa 
(Sister Mechtilde O’Mara, CSJ 
received her degree at the 2022 
Fall Convocation)

•	 Partnered with Alumni Affairs to 
plan a series of conversations with 
exciting alumnae in 2023

So far, it has been just the three 
of us but we hope others will join 
us because there’s so much more 
we can do. To make this happen 
we need women from different 
generations and skill sets who can 
contribute to this vision from their 
perspective – and have fun! 

Between Summer and Winter
The idea of painting autumn as the time between summer and winter  

is unusual and yet corresponds to something deeply human

The large and colourful oil painting in the collection by Monica Tap is  
in dialogue with aspects of the rich and varied Canadian tradition of landscape 
painting. Many of its best-known practitioners were either members of,  
or associated with, the Group of Seven. 

 Entitled “Between Summer and Winter” (2009), the work points to both of those seasons 
even as it celebrates the lush colours of a Canadian autumn. A distinctive feature of this 
painting is that we have along with it two preparatory studies. They allow us to trace to some 
extent the process by which Tap gradually transformed an idea into something visual and 
then added to and modified the original until gradually it was transformed into the remarka-
ble painting we now see.

It began with the artist filming wooded areas on her regular bus ride from Toronto to the 
University of Guelph where she was teaching. The initial drawing in black and white was 
based on the film and offered a structure for the painting she would eventually produce. 

As the process continued, she intensified some colours and added others, gradually bright-
ening up what was initially a rather subdued pallet. In the process, the painting became 
brighter and the basic structure provided by the three or four trees in the foreground was

reinforced. Particularly striking in the final stage is the intensifying of the yellow and the 
addition, as she puts it, of the “Matisse pink”. 

The studies help us to appreciate the long and sometimes winding journey the artist had 
to take before arriving at the very successful painting, which we now have and the beauty of 
which we are invited to enjoy. Although the painting seems so spontaneous and just right in 
its present form, it is in fact the result of a considerable amount of thought and effort and in 
many cases of trial and error.

The idea of painting autumn as the time between summer and winter is unusual and yet 
corresponds to something deeply human. At times, we find ourselves both looking back and 
looking forward, remembering the past and exploring possible futures. The former often 
involves nostalgia and/or a sense of loss, a leaving behind of something in which we once 
delighted but no longer do. At other times, we look to the future, seeking a new experience, a 
step forward, a promise of something better. 

What is true of us as individuals is also true of the communities and institutions within 
which we live and work. If they and we are going to thrive, we will on occasion have to search 
the past to better understand who we are and to develop plans for the future. That is some-
thing that St Michael’s is doing as it prepares to celebrate its 180th anniversary. 
